Hit the Target

For 2 – 4 players

Materials:

A deck of playing cards with the face cards removed

Hit the Target symbol cards

Directions:
· Remove the 12 face cards from the deck and set them aside. (Kings, Queens, and Jacks)

· Shuffle the rest of the deck and deal four cards face down to each player. Turn the next card face up in the center of the table. This is the target number.

· At the count of three, all players turn their cards over at the same time. Then they use the symbol cards and the numbers on their cards (Aces = 1) and try to equal the target number. All four cards must be used!

· Example:

· A player has been dealt a 2, 9, A, and 7.

· The target card is a 5.

· Their arrangement is (9 – 7) x 2 + 1

· The first player to equal the target number wins a point, and 3 points wins the game.

· If no one can equal the target number, turn over another card for a new target number.
